WORKSHOP DESCRIPTION

A STORY TO TELL: MINNEAPOLIS & BUFFALO presented by Black Storytellers Alliance & 




Tradition Keepers: Black Storytellers of Western New York
A discussion between two of our Affiliate cities who are enduring the devastating occurrences in their communities and how their communities are coping. Sadly, many of our Affiliates are enduring similar acts of violence, pain and resurgence. It is important to hear how now, more than ever, our stories are needed to help heal, and restore as we compose, rewrite and strengthen our stories to meet the challenges of today.
PATCHWORK STORY – Willa Brigham
Participants will create an original work of art and a story or poem to compliment it using this year’s theme “40 Years Strong!” All supplies will be provided! Participants will be provided a wide variety of fabrics, primarily afrocentric, from which they will create a collage, or pattern or picture; only limited by their imagination consistent with the theme. Fabric adhesive glue will bind their fabrics into singles or layers of these unique individual works. The dimensions will not exceed 8x10 inches. The creation of the artwork is but one half of the workshop. The participants will accompany their original piece of art with an original song or poem that tells their story of 40 Years Strong!  
INCORPORATING MELODIES AS A MNEMONIC SKILL IN STORIES - Sue Roseberry

Culturally, music is the soundtrack for our existence. Utilizing melody in stories takes even a simple story to the next level and anchors memory of certain parts of the story. Sue will discuss the merit of adding melodies to aid in memorization of certain parts of stories. Melody used as a mnemonic skill in stories can add a spark and be an entertaining and unforgettable way to retain information. Being a great singer is not a prerequisite. Sue will model and instruct in ways to lead listeners in singing the melodies which will often linger with them long after. Participants will understand the association of melodies with stories as a mnemonic skill and be encouraged to attempt to incorporate melodies in their stories. 
FROM STORYTELLER TO AUTHOR - Sharon Draper
Sharon will share with participants some tips on how to turn a story into something more! Becoming an author is not as easy as you might think to turn a good story into a published book. With over thirty- five books and many on the New York Times Best Seller list, she has a lot of wisdom to share!

BLACK STORYTELLERS CONVERSATE – Open Forum

Open discussion to discuss what’s on the hearts, minds and needs of participants! Nothing formal. Just an informal gathering to discuss “whatever”! A time to catch up since we haven’t seen each other the last three years!!

STORYTELLING ETHICS & ETIQUETTE - Dr. Caroliese Frink Reed

Dr. Caroliese Frink-Reed will discuss/teach participants valuable information about the ethical use of published and personal stories as well as the proper acknowledgement stories gathered from research. Often, misunderstood and/or unknown, storytellers have an obligation to follow certain ethical standards. Every storyteller, whether beginner or professional will benefit from their attendance. 
STORYTELLER KIT - I Got My Stories…What Else I Need? - Oba William King & Queen Nur

Oba William King & Queen Nur will help us in figuring out what to be thinking about when putting a storytelling program together. There are many things to consider like music, space needed, mic or no mic, timing, etc. For the beginning teller, this is a must attend AND an opportunity for the not-so-novice to learn a thing or two!

INTERDISCIPLINARY & COLLABORATIVE STORYTELLING - Emily & Onam Lansana

This workshop aims to highlight how we have allowed interdisciplinary & collaborative storytelling to guide our practices as storytellers and educators. Emily will detail the experience of curating an integrated storytelling performance featuring 7 diverse artists who performed in a variety of disciplines including dance, music, visual art and theater. Emily will share the process of how she developed prompts to guide artists to create distinct storytelling experiences. 
Onam will focus his work on the intersections between poetry, fashion, academia, and storytelling. He will highlight the aspects of his master's thesis research that explore how t-shirts can function as both learning and storytelling tools. The goal of our workshop is to encourage storytellers to extend the ways that we develop and share stories. Perhaps we are wearing the story. Perhaps we can dance or sing or paint the story. Perhaps when we extend the ways that we create and share stories we will reach our audiences more deeply. 

At the end of this session we hope to inspire participants to discover new ways of finding, and performing powerful stories!
LAMBAN - Cheryl Hinton

BACK BY REQUEST! During this presentation Cheryl will lead participants in experiencing storytelling through the rhythm, song and dance of Lamban. Lamban is a traditional West African dance hailing from Mali. It is the dance originally done by the Djeli, the Griot, the Historian, Keepers of the Oral Tradition. However, in its contemporary form has been taught and performed on various platforms. It is the desire for everyone who attends to participate will attempt every aspect of the workshop. Instruments are welcome if participants are willing to practice the virtue of openness i.e. drums, bells, shekere and learn the melodic rhythm associated with Lamban.
